Research shows that when Medicaid-enrolled children receive an oral health screening from a medical
provider, they are much more likely visit a dentist.

Screen: |dentify tooth decay early and prevent painful cavities from occurring.

Educate: Teach parents/caregivers and children about oral hygiene and healthy eating.
Act: Apply fluoride varnish to protect teeth from decay.

Refer: Connect children to ongoing dental care through ABCD (ABCD-dental.org) or
DentistLink (DentistLink.org).
