Who can request behavioral health services?
Guardians can request behavioral health services
at school. Services can be requested during the
school year and during school breaks.

Do I need AHCCCS insurance to qualify for services?
Even if you do not have insurance you may still get
help.

How can my school help my child connect to services?
Talk to your school counselor or principal. The
school can work with behavioral health providers
to get services. The school can make a referral.
